HOLIDAYS DURING TERM TIME

UNIFORM REMINDER 
Your child should wear a school sweatshirt which is  

available from the school office at any time 
 

BOYS 
The boys should wear this with a white shirt, dark  

blue or black trousers and sensible shoes. 
 

GIRLS 
The girls should wear this with a white shirt, dark blue  

or black skirt or shalwar kameez (or trousers),  
a headscarf if desired and sensible shoes. 

 
BOOK BAGS 

Your child should also have a school book bag  
which can be bought from the school office

Your child needs shorts and a T Shirt
